But that does not stop
change from happening. The speaker showed us pictures of Yellowstone
National Park during the big fire that happened recently.

Soon the black of the ashes was brought to life and color with new
bushes, plants and flowers that would have never existed unless the fire
brought about the changes necessary for their emergence. Right now
it looks like chaos in the Church Offices and Education Wing.
